The Franklin Park Committee has submitted our nigib
improvements to the Parks and the Planning andIDeve
ment Departments, provided there are enough availab
funds.

Yorkers have been hard at work in 2007 seekingnb@ece traffic safety and walkability in our

neighborhood, by working through the alphabet sofugty traffic improvement programs. We're

excited to see the City seeking more input fronglhleorhoods on this topic, and we’ve conveyed tavlgor’s of-
fice our hope that the process for submitting psag®will become more citizen-oriented in time hext year’s
round.

At our Annual General Membership Meeting this ye@arenjoyed a spirited and fruitful discussion abshat traf-
fic safety improvements were needed in our neighdod. From there, we did our best to fit the ropads of our
neighborhood’s needs into the square holes oftaffic safety improvement programs.

York neighbors identified that the lack of a saéel@strian crossing of Lakeway Drive is our number waffic
safety and walkability concern. A close secondhésrieed for a walkable link to the Sehome Neightiadh Yorkers
suggested a safe pedestrian crossing of the “SamahCorridor” — which is technically Maple Strebtit most of
us think of it as Samish — near the Pizza Pipelivie.bundled these two suggestions into a propasigidcthe
“York-Sehome Bicycle Pedestrian Mobility Corridor,” and submitted the proposal to the city to be carsid for
the 2008 six-year “TIP” or Transportation ImprovertseProject. TIP is a city program for “major capitnprove-
ments” to arterial streets. Each of Bellingham’sn2®jhborhoods was allowed to submit one TIP pralhesd the
mayor subsequently chose 10 projects from th@1i&2 for inclusion in the 2008 citywide plan. Unianately, our
2-crosswalk project proposal didn’'t make the cutt Batherine Hanowell from the Mayor’s office hasmioned
that the Lakeway crossing portion of our proposayine included in a $50,000 citywide allocationdavsswalk
improvements.

All the houses in thiea have been identified in terms of year buidt type of con-
struction and are being entered into the stateiistlatabase. Individuals are researching their bomes and
various notable homes.

We continue to interview and videotape long-timemnhers of the York Neighborhood with the goal ofraing
interviews and videos with the Whatcom Museum.

We are working with the Planning Department onifylarg the application process for local historistdct desig-
nation. Our efforts have resulted in the applarati
fee being reduced to $340 per district rather tha
$340 times the number of houses in the district.
Five of our members are also participating in wo
on historic design review criteria with the Plarmi
Committee.

Green Energy Neighborhood Challenge:
Congratulations to the York Neighborhood for its re
spectable 8 place finish in the Green Energy Neighb
hood Challenge! York now has 90 “green energy”
households, which is about 7.4% of all PSE accoimn
the neighborhood. That equals 45 new “green efiergy
accounts in the neighborhood since the start otiiad
lenge. Bellingham has now become the first EPA
designated “Green Power Community” in Washing-
ton state. What a great place to live!
